AA. GENERAL INFORMATION

A1.  THE HOST COMMUNITY

A2.  THE VENUE

The Canmore Nordic Centre hosted the 1988 Winter Olympic Cross Country and Biathlon competitions and has been North America’s premier Nordic venue ever since. In 2005-06 the Centre went through major upgrades to improve the training and event hosting opportunities for Canadian athletes in preparation for 2010. These upgrades include an updated 30-point shooting range, new trails, new team facilities, an extension of the paved roller ski trails, and a major upgrade to the snow making system. Since 2005, Canmore has hosted several National Championships in Nordic and Biathlon events, several North American Cup events, the 2009 World Youth Junior Biathlon Championships and 3 Cross Country Skiing World Cups.

The venue has 30 Kurvinen targets with electronic system, with covered canopy and lights. The trails have natural snow enhanced with man-made snow. There are 24 permanent wax cabins, a wax testing area next to the wax cabins, trails and range within 200 meters of the wax cabins and lights for night skiing and shooting. A6.  RIFLE IMPORT REGULATIONS

A7.  PASSPORT AND VISA INFORMATION

This MUST be done before arrival in Canada. Teams from nations requiring a special invitation to come to Canada can request a letter from the Organizing Committee at henleyfa@nucleus.com (Carol Henley) by sending in the Visa Form A found at the end of this document.

IBU member nations requiring visas are Algeria, Argentina, Armenia, Belarus, Bosnia-Herzegovina, Brazil, Bulgaria, Chile, Costa Rica, Czech Republic, Dominican Republic, Georgia, India, Iran, Kazakhstan, Kenya, Kyrgyzstan, Lebanon, Lithuania (holders of non-biometric passports only), Macedonia, Moldova, Mongolia, Morocco, Poland (holders of non-biometric passports only), Romania, Russia, Serbia, Turkey, Ukraine, and Uzbekistan.

A9.  EARLY ARRIVALS

Teams arriving prior to February 8, 2012 MUST contact henleyfa@nucleus.com (Carol Henley) to arrange for trail passes, early wax cabin access, and cannot be on the range without a locally certified Range Safety Officer. Special arrangements will have to be made to have RSO’s on site. Range use without an RSO present is prohibited.


B.  LOGISTICS

B1. TRANSPORTATION OF TEAMS & EQUIPMENT TO CALGARY INTERNATIONAL AIRPORT

Conceptum Sports Logistics has arranged for transport of team equipment by airfreight from the OECH to Calgary, and has flight packages available for team travel. Bookings are to be made by
November 30, 2011.

CONCEPTUM SPORT LOGISTICS (CSL)

1. PRE CARRIAGE / READY FOR TRANSPORT @ OECH VENUE

At the final venue, prior Canmore, CSL will have a 20 ton-capacity truck on ground of the venue and staff, to supervise loading and to clearly mark and separate all NF material, as well as any supplier and IBU-partner-company, utilizing the transport-concept of CSL to CANMORE

2. RECEIPT AT ORIGIN AIRPORTS

Representing agencies of CSL will be happy to receive any self -delivered equipment of any NF or IBU partner-company at any European airport to dispatch the same to CALGARY

3. AIR TRANSPORT OF EQUIPMENT

All equipment (except rifles) will be transported in full compliance with regulations, sufficient space will be secured ahead of time to ensure timely departures without any major delays (except force major, i.e. weather, strike).

Any hazardous material (such as ammo, flammable liquids) must comply with federal and international regulations (IATA DG regulations). Packing and proper documentation can be provided.
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4. CLEARANCES AND DELIVERY

All equipment, reaching Calgary will be cleared in time. To minimize transportation and costs, we will provide daily transportation for the duration of 3 days prior to first event, in order to ensure timely distribution of all equipment to the venue, hotel or any other locker.

CSL will have either own staff or our local transport-representative on site to assist.

5. RETURN

CSL staff at the venue will receive all equipment commercially transported by CSL.

Clearly marked, labeled and securely stuffed/packed, it will be dispatched to Calgary airport for return to individual designated destination airports in Europe, as instructed and ordered by NFs / IBU-partners

6. DOCUMENTATION

CSL will distribute check-sheets and labels, as well as sufficient marking material to ensure proper documentation.
In order to issue customs forms (so called CARNET-ATA), we will require all information and firm booking of transportation no later than January 10th 2012.

7. PAYMENTS

All payments must be effected within 15 days after date of invoice / or date of shipping. Alternatively, we can offer payments by credit cards (all major cards accepted)

B2.  TRANSPORTATION FROM AIRPORT
